Usdan
opens a world for children to joyfully express their creativity and develop their artistic skills. Each
summer, teachers and artists — actors, directors, playwrights, painters, sculptors, musicians,
composers, dancers, poets, and novelists — come together to teach and collaborate with our
campers, ages 5 to 18. Set on 140 acres of natural beauty in Wheatley Heights, Long Island, NY. Usdan
is a safe, welcoming place within which campers have the freedom to build new friendships, explore
nature, gain personal independence, and have fun, while developing new skills and techniques in
their chosen artforms.

The Art Associate works with the Art Department Chair and staff to support a diverse body of
students. Passionate artists and educators make the best Usdan Teachers. Successful candidates
seek rigorous exploration of ideas, have a willingness to try new things, and welcome feedback.
They are adaptable, both in and out of the classroom. They are interested in collaboration with other
faculty members within and across disciplines. Perhaps most importantly, successful candidates
consistently demonstrate empathy and respect for children and colleagues.

To perform this job successfully, you must be able to work in an outdoor camp environment and
communicate with students and other staff effectively. Usdan provides staff with protocols and
instructional philosophy at the beginning of the season that they are expected to read and follow. At
the same time, Usdan staff understand that new challenges may arise during the camp season and
often work together to problem solve and determine solutions as we go.

e  Work with Chairs to help communicate and enforce Usdan policies and procedures related to
the studios and pedagogy.

e Communicate with Usdan Facilities staff regarding the conditions of buildings and needed
repairs.

o Work with the Chair to order and oversee the organization of supplies for all department
classes.

o  Work with the Chair to maintain an inventory of supplies, particularly at the beginning and
the end of the camp season.

e Substitute or assistant teach when another staff member is absent.
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e Attend department and staff meetings and trainings as required.

e Use unstructured time constructively.

e Help to create a joyful, fun and engaging atmosphere for all students and staff at Usdan.
e Model the behaviors of artists; how they think, work, and live.

e Other duties as assigned.

e One year of college study in your art form, education, or the equivalent knowledge, skills,
and abilities.

e Ability to work individually and as a part of a team.
e Experience working with children.

e Must complete New York State required trainings, including but not limited to a Sexual
Harassment Prevention training and a Child Abuse and Neglect/Maltreatment Identification.
Links to required trainings will be provided after hiring.

e (PR training is not required but a plus.

e Have reliable transportation to Usdan’s campus. Requests for accommodations are subject to
approval by senior management.

Usdan is a 140-acre campus with facilities spread throughout - distances vary and are along uneven
surfaces, up and down hills. Some facilities are elevated and require one to two stairs to enter.
