Usdan
opens a world for children to joyfully express their creativity and develop their artistic skills. Each
summer, teachers and artists — actors, directors, playwrights, painters, sculptors, musicians,
composers, dancers, poets, and novelists — come together to teach and collaborate with our
campers, ages 5 to 18. Set on 140 acres of natural beauty in Wheatley Heights, Long Island, NY. Usdan
is a safe, welcoming place within which campers have the freedom to build new friendships, explore
nature, gain personal independence, and have fun, while developing new skills and techniques in
their chosen artforms.

Assistant Teachers work with a team of arts and education professionals to support a diverse body
of students.

Successful candidates have a willingness to try new things, welcome feedback, and are able to
follow directions. They are adaptable, both in and out of the classroom, and enthusiastic about
working with children. They are self-starters as well as collaborators, with the ability to learn and
adapt to routines. Perhaps most importantly, successful candidates consistently demonstrate
empathy and respect for children and colleagues.

To perform this job successfully, you must be able to work in an outdoor camp environment and
communicate with students and other staff effectively. Usdan provides staff with protocols and
instructional philosophy at the beginning of the season that they are expected to read and follow. At
the same time, Usdan staff understand that new challenges may arise during the camp season and
often work together to problem solve and determine solutions as we go.

e Preparing materials and helping clean materials at the end of classes;

e Assisting with teaching;

e Providing student supervision during the camp day;

e Assisting with preparations for exhibitions and performances, when relevant.

e The Director of Education, Department Chair or Coordinator may assign additional
supporting responsibilities.

Always have student safety as a top priority.

Must complete New York State required trainings, including but not limited to a Sexual
Harassment Prevention training and a Child Abuse and Neglect/Maltreatment Identification.
Links to required trainings will be provided after hiring.

CPR training is not required but a plus.

Have reliable transportation to Usdan’s campus. Requests for accommodations are subject to
approval by senior management.

Staff Orientation: Saturday, May 31, 9:30AM - 4:30PM

Family Orientation: Wednesday, June 18 (a 2.5-hour event to host families in the studios on
campus).

$4,000 Stipend, at least 30 hours per week.

Family orientation, staff orientation, and any additional approved studio prep time will be
paid at an hourly rate of S16.67.

Semi-weekly use of swimming pool after camp hours; and occasional use of other facilities.

Workshops in subjects like yoga, ceramics, and archery with other faculty and staff, if
offered.

Transportation: additional opportunities to serve as a bus monitor, which consists of riding
the bus to and from camp and supervising students. Faculty and staff will receive a stipend
(8400-8700)
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Usdan is a 140-acre campus with facilities spread throughout - distances vary and are along uneven
surfaces, up and down hills. Some facilities are elevated and require one to two stairs to enter.

Some staff walk an average of two miles per day. Other physical demands include the ability to work
ina hot, humid environment; the ability to speak clearly and understand the speech of another
person; and the ability to prioritize sounds and focus on one sound among many.
